Only a BCAC Member in good standing may submit a nomination. The nominee need not be a Member of BCAC.

3. The BCAC Awards Committee will select the winner from among those nominated or postpone the award if no suitable nominations
are received.

4. The winner will be presented with the trophy at the BCAC Silver Wings Awards Banquet.
